ORDINANCE NO. 12-01

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF LAKE CLARKE
SHORES, FLORIDA, REVISING THE 5-YEAR SCHEDULE
OF IMPROVEMENTS OF THE CAPITAL
IMPROVEMENTS ELEMENT OF THE TOWN’S
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; PROVIDING DIRECTION FOR
TRANSMITTAL OF THIS ORDINANCE TO THE
FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC
OPPORTUNITY; PROVIDING FOR  CONFLICTS,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Section 163.3177(3) (b), Florida Statutes, requires that the Five-Year
Schedule of Improvements of the Capital Improvement Element of the Town’s Comprehensive

Plan be reviewed on a annual basis; and

WHEREAS, Section 163.3177(3)(b), Florida Statutes, provides that modifications to
update the five-year capital improvement schedule of the comprehensive plan may be

accomplished by Ordinance and may not be deemed amendments to the comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS, on Deaembcr a9 ,2011 , the Town Council advertised the second

reading of Ordinance #12-01 in the Lake Worth Herald.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE

TOWN OF LAKE CLARKE SHORES, FLORIDA, THAT:

Section 1. The foregoing “Whereas” clauses are hereby ratified as true and correct

and incorporated herein by this reference.
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Section 2. In order to comply with the provisions of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes,
the Town Council has reviewed the capital improvement element and hereby amends the Five-
Year Schedule of Improvements of the Capital Improvements Element of the Comprehensive
Plan as more particularly set forth in Appendix A of the “Town of Lake Clarke Shores Florida
FY 2012 Annual Update and Inventory Report” dated November 2011 a copy of which is

attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein.

Section 3. The Town Council hereby authorizes the appropriate Town officials to
transmit the appropriate number of copies of this Ordinance and revised Five-Year Schedule of
Improvements to the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity and to keep available copies

available for public review and examination at Lake Clarke Shores Town Hall.

Section 4. [f any clause, section or other part of this Ordinance shall be held by any
court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutional or invalid
part shall be considered as eliminated and in no way affecting the validity of the other provisions

of this Ordinance.

Section 5. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, Resolutions or parts of Resolutions

in conflict herewith, be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 6. This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and adoption.
